He has written commercial spots 
for Marvel Studios (Guardians of The Galaxy Vol. 2), produced/directed/written for various shows such YTV's 
The Zone, Teletoon & the Kids Choice Awards Preshow, was part of the core team that helped produced/pitch 
and develop "MasterChef Canada" with Proper Television and bring it to Canada, and much more. 
 
The cast includes Sarah Kolasky (as Vader). She co-wrote, produced, and starred as Lauren in feature Film 
“GREAT GREAT GREAT” Awards at the 2017 Canadian Film Fest: Best Feature, Best Screenplay, Best 
Performance in a feature (for Sarah Kolasky). 2018 Canadian Screen Award nomination for Best Original 
Screenplay (for Sarah Kolasky and Adam Garnet Jones). Named one of the Top Ten Canadian Films of 2017 
by The Globe and Mail (selected by Barry Hertz, the Globe's Deputy Arts Editor and Film Editor). 
 
Also featured in the cast are Jamie & Jon Champagne, identical twin brothers taking Toronto by storm! They 
have played brothers on YouTube Original hit show “WAYNE” (by the creators of Deadpool, featuring Dean 
Winters, January 2019) with episode one at over 25 million views. In 2015 they were hosts on TELETOON for 
their “double play” series. They will be coming to Netflix in fall 2019 with the movie “Let It Snow” and TV Show 
“Spinning Out”.
