Translated	into	English	for	the	Montreal	
Fringe,	as	well	as	the	Centaur	Theatre's	children's	series,	and	for	Hudson	Village	
theatre	(upcoming,	fall	2017).	Macbeth	Muet	with	Ottawa's	Undercurrents	festival,	
Ouf	Casteliers	marionette	festival,	and	Summer	fringe	tour	(upcoming).	Waiting	For	
Summertime	(adapted	from	Beckett's	Waiting	for	Godot),	for	the	Centaur	Theatre's	
children's	series,	and	finally,	Tong	(working	title,	scheduled	for	a	summer	tour	in	
public	areas	of	Montreal.	La	Fille	Du	Laitier	has	also	produced	a	short	street	theatre	
play	festival	for	emerging	street	theatre	artists,	called	Leti	Foustival	(2nd	edition	
scheduled	for	June	of	2017.
