· [bookmark: _GoBack]This production makes use of music, flashing lights and loud alarms. 
· The self-harm sequence begins when the character of ‘ADA’ is sat on the floor in the dark roughly half way through the play. Please note this sequence makes use of fake blood and the actor playing ‘ADA’ will scream. 
· The sexual abuse in Adrift relates to the question of the consent of ‘ADA’ since she is an AI and not technically human. The sexual acts performed are Male Masturbation and Fellatio.
· The character of ‘ELI’ is an alcoholic, as such, he is seen frequently drinking heavily throughout the performance. ‘ELI’ vomits during scene one due to consuming too much alcohol. This also extends into a violent outburst where a glass bottle is smashed.

SEATING
The audience will remain seated throughout the duration of the performance. There will be no audience interaction.
