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Access Measures
Relaxed Performance

Relaxed performances are open to everyone, but the environment has
been specifically adapted for those who are neurodivergent and may
experience sensory sensitivities, and people who would benefit from a
more relaxed environment.

For a relaxed performance we keep the house lights at a low level, and
have adjusted the sound cues to be softer, and lighting cues to be less
abrasive or sudden.

The 2:15pm performance on July 10th will be a relaxed performance.
Mask Mandatory Performances

Open to everyone, Mask Mandatory performances require all audience
members to be masked. We hope these mandated performances allow
immuno-compromised and COVID-conscious folks to enjoy the show with
peace of mind.

About Lucian, Plato, and the Secrets of the Pussy
How does one... philosophize pussy?

When Leaina runs off to Lesbos with her best friend Megillus, her
ex-husband Lucian is left desperate for answers. Devastated to find out
that they’re in love and that somehow (despite them not being man and
wife??) they participate in intercourse. This thought beats at him, batters
him, blows his supposedly ginormous mind, so much so that he has no
choice but to turn to the only man in Athens smarter than him: Plato.

Despite their clashing energies, these two men of academia work tirelessly
to answer the impossible question of how Leaina and Megillus have sex.
With no choice but to work closely in Lucian’s cramped office, our boys
summon the gods, consult the pots, and are forced to confront the
repressed desires simmering under their musty togas. Lucian and Plato are
a collision of gym socks and button ups, of desire and shame.

Interwoven throughout the treacherous journey of Lucian and Plato, are
pieces of Leaina and Megillus’ new life on Lesbos. As they wander through
Lesbos’ lush canopies, sun-drenched shores, and salt-stung winds, they
navigate the possibilities and uncertainties of their relationship. As they
open up to the world, the world around them opens too, and they find their
love echoed by the voices of the island.

The play challenges ancient satirist Lucian’s representation of queer sex
depicted in his dialogue “The Lesbians,” and asks, “What would the queer
people in this story say for themselves?” Over 30 queer artists and
contributors have come together to delight in the creation of Lucian, Plato,
and the Secrets of the Pussy. This gender-bending, genre-blending
odyssey is a bold new adaptation, woven from a mosaic of verbatim
accounts of queer love.

Will our boys unlock the secrets of the pussy? You'll just have to come and
find out...
